Text here with first line of paragraph flush left. All text in the paper body should be black Times New Roman, 12 pts, and fully justified. The red text is just explanatory information.
The second paragraph is indented .75 cm. The Introduction presents the specific research problem that was under study and the research strategy taken to meet the study goals. This chapter (and, if necessary subsections and additional chapters) should describe why the study is important, the gap in the literature that the study aims to fill, how the employed research design is related to the identified research problem, and how the current study relates to prior research in the literature. For quantitative studies, researchers typically present what theoretical propositions were tested and how were they derived.
Also the Introduction should present clearly the synthesized literature that grounds the current research, including what is needed for the reader who is not a specialist to understand the problem at hand (but not an exhaustive review), and significant earlier works related to the topic, particularly important methods, findings, or conclusions. The review should be logical, fair, and balanced, allowing the reader to see clearly the connection and gaps within the research literature and between that prior research and the current research topic.
The third major component of the Introduction is the research purpose, an explanation of how the research was designed to solve the research problem. This would include what hypotheses or research questions guided the research project and any expectations the researcher had regarding the study, with supporting rationale and literature.
A few points are offered here regarding writing in APA style, although the author should consult the APA manual explicitly for recommendations on how to write clearly, precisely, and with a good flow for the reader. Stylistically, follow the APA manual regarding special formatting (i.e., use of italics, quotation marks, and capitalization), which are used sparingly and for specific purposes. Use lowercase letters for in-text seriation (enclosed in paretheses); numbers are reserved for seriated paragraphs. Consult the Merriam-Webster’s Collegiate Dictionary as a guide for capitalization, spelling, and/or need for italics related to foreign words. (Setting the language option on your paper to US English will help improve the language usage, as Word will flag nonstandard usages for your inspection.) The APA provides a list of common prefixes that typically are not hyphenated; follow that list and the exceptions. The APA style also includes use of the serial comma in lists of three or more. Please provide all citations in APA style.
Human Technology also has a few specific stylistic requirements. Each paragraph must include a minimum of two sentences. Avoid situations in which single words (or two short words) are alone on a line at the end of a paragraph or a single sentence is at the start of a new page. And, whenever possible, avoid multiple subsequent lines that end with hyphenated words. (Sometimes adjusting letter spacing can help avoid these two issues.) When referring specifically to published research, use past-tense verbs. Remove all extra spaces between words and sentences should be separated with just a single space. Do not add needless hard returns or extra paragraph formatting. Papers should be single-spaced.
This journal’s editors also recommend that authors be attentive to an over-reliance on the verb to be (is/are, has/have, including the there is/there are constructs). In English, compelling and precise writing is based on strong verbs. Whenever possible, and it is not always possible, reword to use the stronger verb. The same applies to (a) splitting a verb with an adverb, particularly when the meaning does not change by placing the adverb before or after the compound verb; and (b) using active voice whenever possible. Although passive voice does serve a valid purpose in academic writing, active voice is more direct and compelling writing. Also, do not use contractions in academic writing. Finally, avoid the following issues: anthropomorphisms and the “editorial we.” Anthropomorphisms happen when the wording provides agency to an inanimate item. So, for example, an article does not analyze a phenomenon; rather, the researchers analyze within the article. The editorial we exists when the authors use first-person pronouns to apply to a group other than themselves. The concern is that the reader does not know to whom exactly that pronoun refers. Thus, in a sentence that says, “The data helps us see how our views can change with explicit intervention,” the reader cannot know if the authors mean themselves or society or users in general or what. Thus, the authors should reserve first-person pronouns to refer only to themselves (i.e., do not refer to themselves in third person) and revise the text to something akin to, “The data helps users see how their views can change….” Again, the APA Manual provides additional information on various writing practices.
Finally, all papers are to be written in good English. Whether a native speaker or not, be sure to use appropriate tenses, noun−verb agreement, appropriate punctuation, and so on. If the authors cannot manage this task, a skilled English-language editor who is familiar with the APA style should be engaged to proof the language. The APA style of English, word use, and punctuation (and its recommended guides for areas the APA does not address explicitly—e.g., the Merriam-Webster’s dictionary and the Chicago Manual of Style) are the only resources for the English language usage in papers accepted for publication in Human Technology. Some aspects of all of these resources are available online. Additional information is available on Human Technology’s Web site.

Tables and figures should be created as close to final style as possible (i.e., fit within the templates margins), although changes may need to be made following review by the editors).

METHODS

Second paragraph is indented .75 cm. For the readers’ benefit, authors should provide specific information regarding the participants or informants, the apparatus or materials used to gather the data, an explication of the data collection procedure, and the data analysis process. (Please note that authors can place this last item, the data analysis process, at the start of the Results section, as is typical for many quantitative empirical studies.)  
Authors can distribute this information into focused, titled subsections if appropriate for the research reporting. Provide all essential information on the study process so the reader has sufficient understanding and is not burdened by confusion or questions. Moreover, if ethical approval was obtained from on oversight organization prior to data collection, that information should be made explicit in this section (but not necessarily as a subsection unless the process was atypically complicated).

If a survey instrument was employed in the data gathering, this needs to be explained fully in the Methods section. The actual instrument can be provided, if desired, as an appendix to the paper. If the study was completed in a language other than English (or if non-native speakers of English are participating in an English-language study), please provide information regarding the participants’ linguistic competence in the language of data collection and how any data presented in the research report was translated. This is particularly important for qualitative studies that provide data quotations in their Results section to support their findings. 
The APA manual provides extensive information regarding the various sections within the Methods. Table 2 is an example of information supporting data collection; taken from Mazambani, Carlson, Reysen, & Hemelmann, 2015).

2. Endnotes are provided manually, and not via the automated processes available in Word. Please manually insert a superscript number (in sequential order for more than one in the paper) in the text where you wish to direct the reader to the endnote. Then, in this section manually insert the explanatory text. 
3. As an example: MONARCA is the acronym for MONitoring, treAtment and pRediCtion of bipolAr Disorder Episodes.
